	Sounds Planning
	Careful planning has gone into sounds. All sounds improve the content or "feel" of the presentation.

	Originality
	Presentation shows considerable originality and inventiveness. The content and ideas are presented in a unique and interesting way.

	Presentation is a rehash of other people's ideas and/or graphics and shows very little attempt at original thought.
